shared by the departments of ANELL and History in Arts
& Sciences. Demonstrations by committee members
began with a look at successful delivery of electronically-
created materials for teaching which mirror traditional
types of information provided to students. Misa Suzuki,
Lecturer in Japanese, demonstrated building an email list,
and explained the benefits of promoting communication
with students, particularly in learning a second language.
In addition she showed the process for creating CD-ROM-
based materials in a “digital course packet.”

Rebecca Copeland, Associate Professor of Japanese,
discussed how a carefully organized class webpage can
anticipate student needs and provide up-to-the-last-minute
information on exams and assignments. Under the topic of
enhancing course content, Hayrettin Yucesoy, Lecturer in
Arabic, provided an example of a PowerPoint
presentation, complete with amusing sounds and beautiful
graphics, to show the creative ways in which instructors
can bring new dimensions to classroom presentations.

To illustrate the necessary components of building a
PowerPoint-enhanced lecture or otherwise enhancing
webpages and classroom media, Giore Etzion, Lecturer in
Modern Hebrew, explained the use of digital cameras and
scanners. Misa Suzuki showed how one can find and
capture images using a search engine like Google; Emi
Fujiwara, Senior Lecturer in Japanese, demonstrated how
to create graphics from existing files by taking a snapshot
of the computer screen; and Yongping Zhu, Lecturer in
Chinese, discussed ways to make and use digital audio
recordings of class materials. In conclusion, Giore Etzion,
chair of the ANELL Technology Committee and organizer
of the presentations, encouraged fellow faculty to take
advantage of the equipment available to them. It no longer
takes sophisticated expertise to incorporate technology
into the classroom. With moderate experimentation and
exploration, even old professors can learn new tricks.
And the results can be significant.

at Olin Library

Olin Library’s new technology center, the Arc,
is now open. The Arc features a 24-seat hands-on Arc
Lab; a Presentation Room that seats up to 40 people;
two private Consulting Rooms with a computer and a
scanner that can be reserved for extended projects; an
Open Technology Area with 16 computers, plus two
dedicated scanning and two video editing machines. All
Arc computers are fully equipped with a suite of
popular software packages and web-browser plug-ins.

The Arc Lab and Presentation Room both feature
integrated Sympodiums similar to those in some pooled
classrooms. These touch-screen podiums allow the
instructor to display computer, document camera, DVD,
and VHS video input to a room-mounted projector.

The Arc Lab, Presentation Room, and Consulting
Rooms may be reserved by faculty members for
technology-enriched class meetings. The Arc staff and
student employees also offer one-on-one assistance and
instruction to students, faculty, and staff. The Arc is
open 9:00 am to midnight Monday through Thursday,
9:00 am to 8:00 pm on Fridays, 10:00 am to 10:00 pm
on Saturdays, and 10:30 am to midnight on Sundays.
